


56th Annual Garmisch Dental Training Conference

The 2012 Fall Dental Training Conference is quickly approaching. Once again this year the conferences will be held at the Edelweiss Lodge and Resort in Garmisch-Partenkirchen, Germany, The Conference Staff would like to provide you with the following information for this year’s conference.

	Registration for this year’s conference will be held from 1 July -15 July, 2012.  To register, go to http://www.erdc.amedd.army.mil , download the registration form to your PC, complete it, and email (forward) or fax it back to the address on the form.  Once your registration is confirmed you will be given instructions on how to make your lodging reservations with the Edelweiss.  While every effort is made to accommodate families, the conference is primarily for the training and education of the Dentists.  

REGISTRATION FORMS RECEIVED AFTER 15 JULY WILL BE CONSIDERED ON A CASE BY CASE BASIS!
	
	If you are not ERDC funded and you elect to stay at the Edelweiss L & R, your cost will be $168.50 per day.   This cost will include lodging, 2 meals, coffee breaks, and daily conference fees.  

ERDC contracted rooms will not be available in the Edelweiss until Sunday, 28 October.  If you plan to arrive in Garmisch before 28 October, you will need to contact the Edelweiss L&R to make your reservations for dates outside of the conference block.

	Conference attendees not staying in the Edelweiss L&R will pay a daily conference fee of $40-$55 per day (TBD).  This rate includes conference fees and two coffee breaks. This fee does not include lunch.

	Funding for attendees assigned to ERDC/ USAREUR units is limited to 63A’s, 63B’s, DENTAC Commanders, and Speakers.  If you are not in one of those categories, please contact the conference coordinator listed on the bottom of this information sheet.

	Hotel check-in and on-site registration for all U.S. Army personnel will be Sunday, 28 October between 1300-1600 hrs.  At 1500 hrs, all U.S. Army Dental Officers assigned to the ERDC are required to attend the Human Resources Command (HRC) and Graduate Dental Education (GDE) briefs.  On Monday, 29 October, the morning program in the General Patton Ballroom is directed toward U.S. Army personnel, but is also open to any conference attendees that would like to attend.  The Continuing Education (CE) program begins Monday at 1300 hrs. Conference on-site registration for attendees other than U.S. Army personnel will be Monday, 29 October from 0730 – 1100.  

Force Protection will be an important issue. U.S. Military and Family Members stationed in Germany will have access to the Edelweiss Lodge and Resort (ELR) upon presentation of their military ID or CAC cards.  ID cards are scanned by a reader.  If you have not entered your ID card into the Installation Access System (IACS), it is strongly recommended that you do so prior to attending the conference, thus allowing for easier access through the installation control points (OCONUS only).

	For US ID card holders and non-US ID card holders, including Allied Forces Active Duty Military, non-DoD Civilians and US Military members arriving from CONUS, a passport or military ID card will be required for entry. The following information is required by the conference coordinator NLT 15 August 2012:  Attendee/Spouse name, Nationality, passport or ID card number (with expiration date).

The uniform for Monday – Friday for the conference is ASU’s (class B’s) or duty uniform.  Dress for the Sunday evening Ice Breaker is Halloween Costume. Wednesday evening’s Bavarian Fest celebration will be traditional Bavarian clothing or casual dress.  


This year’s key note speakers are: Dr. Harold Crosley, Dr. David Fallah, and Dr. Mitch Gardner.

Travel Clearance Guidance

*** FOR SECURITY REASONS, ALL PERSONNEL NOT WORKING/RESIDING IN GERMANY MUST PROVIDE PASSPORT AND NATIONALITY INFORMATION.  IF YOU ARE ACTIVE DUTY MILITARY OR DOD CIVILIAN ATTENDING THE CONFERENCE AND ARE NOT ASSIGNED TO AN ORGANIZATION U.S. ARMY EUROPEAN COMMAND, YOU MUST REQUEST A COUNTRY/TRAVEL CLEARENCE TO ENTER GERMANY IN A TDY STATUS.  NAVY AND AIR FORCE PERSONNEL MUST GO THROUGH THEIR LOCAL SECURITY OFFICE TO PROCESS THEIR APPLICATION.
